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SPAIN AT WAR

The Civil War in Spain devastated the country from July 17, 1936 to April 1, 1939.

The following is a unique collection of some 300 original contemporary photographs
of this conflict, the stark reality and horror of war exposed by the camera.

The photographs themselves are mostly stamped on verso “Generalitat de
Catalunya, Comissariat de Propaganda Arxiu Fotografic, Prohibadia la Reproduccio
Sense Esmentar La Procedencia”.

Some have the blind-stamp of “Josep M. Sagarra, Reporter”.

I t should be noted that the Generalitat de Catalunya only existed between 1936 and
1939. From then until Franco's death in 1975 people were imprisoned for even
speaking Catalan. Most Catalan literature would have been destroyed during this
period, especially anything relating to the anarchist movement, so this collection
owes its survival to the fact that it has remained outside of Spain since its production
and hence its scarcity.

12 REFUGEES waiting for trains buses etc. Mostly captioned on verso in Spanish
stating that they are refugees from Malaga, Almeria arriving in Barcelona
showing different aspects of the miseries caused by their evacuation.



10 ~ Bombs and shrapnel, one captioned in Spanish, “The bombs that landed on
Barcelona on the 29th of May 1937”.

5 Industries of the War. Depicting women involved in manufacturing clothes,
flags etc. Captioned in type in Spanish and Catalan.
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14 CORPSES. Some captioned “Victimes 13 fev. 37”. [See Image 3].
12 GENERAL MIAJA. Mostly inspecting munitions works in a party with others
(unidentified). Miaja was the head of the Madrid Defence Committee;
he left Madrid after it was taken in 1939 and died in exile in 1940.
4 BOMB damage Cartagena.

3 BOMB damage Ciutat Universitaria.
4 BOMB Damage Madrid.
7 BOMB damage Barcelona Cathedral, 19th July.

TERUEL, including 1 bomb damage (after the “victory”) and three of Prieto
visiting the front. Indalecio Prieto was a moderate Socialist who joined with
the Communists to overthrow Largo Caballero. He bacame Minister of
Defence in Negrin’s new government of 17th of May. Teruel was captured by
the Republican forces on December 22nd 1937 and recaptured by the
Nationalists two months later.

GUADALAJARA front, showing Italian(?) anti-fascist troops awaiting food.

ALPINE MILICIA marching past the English deputaion who are visiting
Spain, El Palau del Parlament.

LARGE gathering of troops at camp.

INSIDE a bunker, Extremadura.

ITALIAN tanks driving down an unidentified street, dead horse in
foreground.

PARADE IN BARCELONA of the Batallo de la Mort, showing a black banner
with the battalion’s name and a skull and crossbones, wearing dark uniforms
with black polo neck sweaters, berets with skull and crossbones badge and a
dagger on the belt. “El Batallo de la Mort” appears to have been an elite wing
of the Durutti Column of Anarchists; somewhat militant and given to
guerrilla action, possibly assassination judging by the daggers.

Companys was the
president of the Generalitat de Catalunya (Commonwealth of Catalonia - an
autonomous regional parliamentary government) and head of the populist,
Catalan nationalist Esquerra (Partit Esquerra Republicana de Catalunya - Left
Republican Party of Catalonia). He was executed in 1940. [See Image 16].

11 Large political meeting in Barcelona, Autumn 1936. Speakers include
Companys [See Image 17], the Anarchist leader Federica Montseny [See
Image 18] and others unidentified.










MEETINGS attended by Erno Gero, 1 indoors 1 outdoors with him speaking
from a balcony. Gero was a Hungarian of many aliases, who was responsible
for the guidance of the Communists in Catalonia, and later became
Kruschev’s tool in the Hungarian Revolution of 1956.

BARCELONA 8th July 1937. Review of the forces of order by Companys.

COMPANYS in group shots, including 2 on the second anniversary of the
19th July receiving the brave combatants.

GROUP SHOTS of the visit of Madrid journalists to Barcelona.

VICTOR BASH, President de la Lliga dels Drets de 'Home i del Comite
Internacional per I'ajut de I'Espanya Republicana on a visit to the Comissariat
in Barcelona, shown with Granier-Barrera, Miravitlles and Carbo.

MANUEL AZANA, Prime Minister and President of the Republic, walkingthe
streets with his government, 18th July at 7 in the evening.

Carlos Pi i Sunyer, Consul of Culture, group shots, others unidentified.

Olympia du Popular a Franca, outdoor public meeting.



UNIDENTIFIED public meetings (Italians?).
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The bow of the Russian ship “Rion” anchored in Barcelona.
Funeral processions, mostly Barcelona, some dated 13th Feb 1937.

Street scene, Militants stopping traffic in Las Ramblas, Barcelona, announcing
the foundation of the third “Espana”. 30/4/37.

1/5/37, propaganda banners in Las Ramblas, Barcelona.

The Macia family contemplating the bust of the first President by the sculptor
Marti Llaurador.

La Dona a la Reraguarda, showing lorries unloading toys for children.
Miscellaneous diplomatic meetings, unidentified; some feature the signing of

a book; the desk calendar has been carefully situated to show the date, but all
that is visible is the day — 30.
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9 Unidentified gatherings of soldiers (non-combatant) mostly stamped
“Sagarra, Reporter”.

28 Miscellaneous or unidentified. Some street scenes, some indoor meetings,
some photos of posters, some photos of documents.
